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EDIT TOOLS 

Using the various editing tools in Everest you can accomplish any task that you are given. With a wide 

variety of the tools, each with its own special functions, you can create new features and also modify 

existing features. 

 

 Combine tool: the combine tool combines multiple features without unioning 

them, so that they appear as multiple polygons, lines, or points of the same feature. It is not necessary 

for combined features to share a common area. 

 

 

 

  

 

 

 

 Delete tool: The Delete tool gives you the capabilities to delete multiple 

features from the edit layer. Using the delete tool you can easily delete as many polygons, polylines, and 

points as you want with just a few clicks of your mouse. 
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 Hand draw tool: with the hand draw tool you can quickly create points, 

polylines, and polygons by hand drawing without specific calls. 

 

  

 Intersection tool: this tool allows you to take two overlapping features and 

delete the parts of these features that are not overlapping, leaving only the section of these features 

that were intersecting. 
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 Jeffersonian Tool: The Jeffersonian Tool allows you to create quarter calls 

quickly and easily with the click of a button. 
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 Metes and Bounds Tool:  This tool allows you to create a feature based 

on various metes and bounds calls. The Metes & Bounds Tool also works specifically on EVEREST 

FEATURE PROVIDER FILES (.EFF).   If you use this tool on a normal .SHP file instead, the various CALLS / 

LEGAL DESCRIPTION information will be lost once the GIS feature is created. 
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Move tool: the move tool will allow you to move features on the map. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Copy tool: Using this tool to copy a feature is very helpful because it allows you to
